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Wigmore LTC Wins the Millennium Cup

Wigmore Lawn Tennis Club, winners of the inaugural Millennium Cup in 2001, have appeared in
each final since without clinching the trophy again, until this year when they came from behind to

snatch it from the grasp of Telford Park, 5-4.

Telford Park, champions for the past three years, established an early lead by going up 3-1 in
matches won when 14 year-old Tumani Carayol put in an impressive display against Paul Stewart,

winning through 6-3 6-2, while their men’s pair looked to be dominating the men’s doubles.

A straight sets victory by Wigmore’s mixed doubles team of Neil Dowden and Caroline Strachan
over Marvin Torres and Estelle Galez and a win by Jimmy Callus in the Under 16s Boys’ singles
levelled proceedings at 3-all. Marlene Russell's 6-3 6-1 win against Alison Reeves put Wigmore

ahead as the men’s doubles became the critical factor.

A tenacious comeback by Adrian Crawford and Vineet Mohan from a set down against Alders
Hodgkinson and Alex Vincent in the doubles gave Wigmore the unassailable lead 5-3, although
Telford Park’s Christine Short was able to claw back a final point when she defeated Caroline

Strallan in the final match.

“l am very pleased that we won,” said Sue Goligher, Wigmore's Secretary and Millennium Cup

Captain. “Especially after all those years as runners-up!”
It was a well-contested and close final played in near perfect conditions for late September.

Four clubs in South West London competed from late April through until September in the seventh
Millennium Cup, a friendly inter-club team competition between the tennis clubs in the general area
of Streatham in which Grafton, Telford Park, Wigmore and Woodfield Grove play for the honour of

winning the magnificent crystal trophy each year.
